BIOGRAPHY

Born in 1951 in Bangor, Maine, Eric Hopkins is a native of North Haven Island, Maine, where he has maintained
studios and a gallery on Hopkins Wharf since 1990. In the summer of 2006, Eric expanded his studio and gallery

space to 21 Winter Street in Rockland, Maine.

A graduate of Rhode Island School of Design, Eric has taught at Haystack Mountain School of Crafts and
Pilchuck Glass School and has exhibited at the Farnsworth Art Museum, the Portland Museum of Art, the Center
for Maine Contemporary Art, Waterfall Arts Center, the University of Maine Museum of Art, and a number of
galleries nationally. Eric’s paintings and glass are held in many private and public collections, including the
Farnsworth Art Museum, Portland Museum of Art, Corning Museum of Glass, Wustum Museum of Fine Arts,
and the U.S. Department of State Art in Embassies: Bahamas, Pakistan, Philippines, and the West Indies. He is
also represented in the corporate collections of L.L. Bean, Johnson Wax, Sanyo Securities, and Idexx

Laboratories.

ARTISTOS STATEMENT

The pieces included in this show, Betwixt & Betweejare a departure from what is considered “classic Hopkins.”
In Gaia #1 strong Earth forms define edges—boundaries between Earth, Sky, and Water—more of an essence of
forces and forms than depictions of specific places. DawnOs Early Lighind Cloud Edgereflect moments flying
high above the cloud deck at dawn. The eastern glow lights up the horizon. A short while later the warm
atmospheric colors settle into a clear, cool blue distant sky over the textured mountains of moisture. Flowing
lines, intense color, and repeated patterns and rhythms of nature have always been strong elements in both my

abstract and representational work.
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
